Part One  
Association's Name and Status and Purpose of its Fo unding 
and the Founding Members and Financial Resources:   
 
Article: 1.    
 
Based on the decision of the Board of Directors of the National Authority for 
Scientific Research No. 2 for the year 1369 (WR) on the statute of scientific 
societies founding members agreed on these Articles of Association set out in 
their names after the establishment of a scientific association in accordance 
with the provisions of the Statute of the Scientific Societies of the National 
Office for Research and Development and based on the decision of the 
Director of National Institute for Scientific Research No. (66) passed in 1367 
(2008) approving the establishment of this Association and registered under 
No. (90) in the register of scientific societies and associations at the  
Department of Scientific Cooperation. (Appendix 1).  
 
This Association shall be called the "The Libyan Association for Diabetes and 
Endocrinology".  
 
Its objectives are as follows: 
 
·  Raising the scientific level of the members of the Association and the 

Public. 
·  Keep abreast of scientific development at home and abroad in the field of 

its   specialization. 
·  Harnessing the scientific and modern technology to serve the community.  
·  Dissemination of scientific awareness among the members of the 

Association and others, and work to streamline the information for easy 
access, publication and dissemination. 

·  Encouraging creativity and innovation of scientific specialization.  
·  Promotion of professional specialization aimed at the rehabilitation of 

scientists, experts and researchers in the field of specialization.  
·  Organize lectures and seminars and participating in scientific conferences 

at home and abroad.  
·  Encourage the dissemination of information, studies and scientific 

research in the area allocated by the Association.  
 
Article: 2. 



 
Its center shall be in Tripoli, Libya.   
 
  
Article: 3. 
 
The attached table lists the founding members of the associations. The roll of 
the Association shall have members' full name, date and place of birth, 
profession, nationality, educational qualification and place of work and 
permanent address.  
 
Article: 4 . 
 
The financial resources of the Association shall be from:   
 
1.  Contributions received from members: 
 A. The initial admission fees of 30 Libyan Dinars payable once only.   
 B. The annual subscription of 20 Libyan Dinars.  
 
2.  Surplus funds left after conducting its business.  
 
3. Any other resources accepted by the General Assembly from voluntary 
contributions, donations collected  in a legal manner. 
 
4. The Association will determine how to use their financial resources and to 
dispose of them in accordance with the purposes of its establishment within 
the provisions of the laws and resolutions in force at the time.  
   
Part II 
The Association's Offices and Officers 
 
Article: 5  
 
The Board of Directors consists of five members (at least) chosen by the 
General Assembly and may be re-.elected 
 
Article: 6 
 
To join the membership of the General Assembly of this association, a 
member must fulfill the following conditions: 
  
1. Being a citizen of the Libyan Arab Jamahiriya or non-Libyan who is residing 
normally in Libya. 
 
2. Fully entitled to his civil and political and conforming to the principles of  
Law and is of good conduct.  
 
3.  To be in possession of a qualification necessary for practicing the activity 
of the Association or sufficient experience in the field of its work.  



 
4.  To be keep his commitments and obligations to the Association.  
 
5.  To pledge to abide by Articles of association and its bye laws..  
 
Other types of membership:  By a decision of the Board of Directors as 
authorized by the General Assembly for the sake of the Association or public 
interests, the Association may admit to its membership associate members 
who do not meet conditions et in 1 and 3 above or honorary members of the 
world, arab or African  medical figures,  or national public figures who have 
provided distinguished service in line with the objectives of this association. 
Corporate membership may be conferred on those entities that provide 
unconditional support of the Association. Associate, corporate and honorary 
members may attend the meetings of the Association as observers and do 
not have right to vote.  
 
Article: 7 
 
The General Assembly is composed of all the full members who fulfill the 
obligations according to the contributions to this system.  Non-voting 
members also attend.  
 
Article: 8 
 
The General Assembly must be called to convene once every year during the 
three months following the end of the fiscal year of the Association for 
consideration of the budget and final account and the report of the Governing 
Board on the work of the year ended and the report of the Auditor and the 
procedure for selecting members of the Governing Board and other matters 
relating to the affairs of the Association and set out in the agenda. The 
General Assembly may be called for extraordinary meetings as required by 
the interest of the Association and the General Board shall call meetings of 
the Association after the approval of the National Scientific Research and 
fifteen days before the date of its session.  
 
Article: 9 
 
General Assembly meetings will be true in the presence of an absolute 
majority of members referred to in Article (7) of this system integrates If this 
issue be postponed for two weeks and the second meeting will be true 
regardless of the number of members present with the statement that in the 
invitation letter and the member may delegate in writing by a member least, 
represented by the Association in the presence of non-members of the Board 
of Directors.  
 
 
Article: 10 
   
Decisions of the General Assembly are taken by an absolute majority of the 



members present, But decisions to dissolve the Association or the 
incorporation or modification of its goals or dismissal of members of the 
Governing Board are needed to be issued by two third majority of the 
members of the Association and enough absolute majority of the members of 
the Association to make decisions concerning the modification of the 
Association.  
 
Article: 11 
 
Resolutions of the General Assembly are only valid if they were issued in the 
matters set forth in its agenda. Matters added to the agenda has to be agreed 
for consideration by two-thirds of the members present at the meeting. 
 
Article: 12 
 
The National Institute for Scientific Research may call The Board or call the 
General Assembly for an extraordinary meeting all that was necessary, and a 
quarter of the members who have the right to attend the General Association 
to request in writing to the Board to call for the purpose indicating the call for 
a meeting, if the Board did not respond during the month of the request they 
may write directly to the National Institute for Scientific Research to invite 
members of the General Assembly for an extraordinary meeting. In all cases 
the agenda has to be attached to all invitations.  
 
 
Article: 13 
 
Members of the Association, other than in the case of selection of officers, 
can not be involved in the decision making if they have any personal interest 
in the resolution being considered in any shape or form. 
 
Article: 14 
 
Selection for membership of the Board from amongst the members of the 
Assembly who meet the following conditions:  
 
1. a citizen of the Libyan Arab Jamahiriya or a non Libyan who is residing 
normally in Libya. 
2.  to be enjoying his civil and political rights.  
3. to be an active member of the association keeping a firm of outstanding 
obligations to members.  
4. to be in possession of a qualification necessary for practicing the 
profession on the activities of the Association or has sufficient experience in 
the field of business.  
5: Has not been condemned as responsible for the irregularities that resulted 
in dissolving a previous Association of any type during the previous five years 
from the date of the dissolution decree. 
  
A member who wishes to be considered should submit a written request to 



the Chair of the Association indicating is desire to be considered for the said 
position.  The Chairman of the Board shall announce the names of 
nominations and supervise the election of the members by the General 
Association to the Board.  
 
 
Article: 15 
 
Members of the Board at their first meeting after their election to appointing 
the Chair of the Board, Deputy-chair, Secretary-General and Honorary 
Treasurer from among the members of the Board. 
 
 
Article: 16 
 
The term of the Board of is two years and they can be re-elected as members 
for a further period of two years. 
 
 
Article: 17 
 
The chair and members of should not receive any salary or compensation for 
performing their duties. However, they may recover the expenses incurred by 
them in order to perform their functions. 
 
 
Article: 18 
 
The Board have the overall responsibility on all the work in general and 
management of funds and directing the association's activities to fulfill its 
objectives. It considers applications to join the Association and reports to the 
membership. It accepts subsidies, donations may be accepted in law and sets 
the agenda of the General Assembly and proposes adjustments to the 
constitution. It appointments employees of the association and determines 
their functions. The Board prepares the draft annual budget of the Association 
and the prepares its final account for the ended financial year. The Board of 
Directors must take into account the law and the valid statutes in all actions.  
 
 
Article: 19 
 
The Board meets as they are called regularly once a month at least. The 
Board hold an extraordinary meeting at the invitation of the National Institute  
for Scientific Research or its Chair or one third of its members. The Board 
meetings shall be deemed quarate if properly attended by the simple majority 
of its members. Decisions are taken by the simple majority of members 
present  and in the case of equality the Chair have the casting vote.  
 
 



Article: 20 
 
The Board may only consider issues that are included in its agenda unless 
otherwise approved by two-thirds of the members present.  
 
 
Article: 21 
 
Chairman of the Board, presides over meetings of the Board and of the 
General Assembly and attests its records and He/she will be responsible for 
the implementation of the resolutions of the Board and the General Assembly 
in the absence of General Manager is entitled to control and discipline staff 
association within the law.  
 
 
Article: 22 
 
The Vice Chair shares in the management of the Association and 
organization of its work and he/she replace the Chair of the Board in his 
absence.  
 
 
Article: 23 
 
The Board may, after approval of the National Institute for Scientific Research 
appoint (from among its members or others) authorized representative to act 
in any of the matters within its capcity and the Board determines the salary of 
the manager if he is not a member of the Board and without any prejudice to 
the legislation in force.  
 
 
Article: 24 
 
The manager under the supervision of the Board do the operational work in 
accordance with these rules and the decision of the Board of his/her 
appointment and must supervise the implementation of the resolutions of the 
General Assembly and the Board by preparing records and documenting their 
decisions.   
 
 
Article: 25 
 
The Secretary-General  prepares agenda for the meetings of the Board and 
the General Assembly and presents them to the Chair for ratification and he  
record the proceedings of the Board and General Assembly and document 
the resolutions and enter them in a special register prepared for this purpose 
and sign the minutes with the chair and by the keep all the papers, 
documents and records of the Association.  
 



 
 
Article: 26 
 
 
The Treasurer takes responsibility of the income and expenditure, and enters 
in the books of account and deposit regular funds of the society in its name 
and pays the invoicesafter approval by the Chair of the Board and signed 
promissory notes with the Chair and oversees the financial affairs and 
accounting.  
 
 
Article: 27 
 
The National Institute for Scientific Research may appoint a representative in 
the Board who will have all the privileges of elected members. 
 
 
Article: 28 
 
The Director General of the National Institute for Scientific Research may, for 
a justifiably reasoned decision, appoint a manager or a temporary board of 
directors of the General terms of reference shall be assessed to the board in 
the statute and, if irregularities are committed requires it or if the Board of 
Directors is not competent enough to be held valid. Association of any reason 
may also be assigned to the Director of the Board or the provisional terms of 
reference assigned to the Association all or some of them, if required by the 
public interest. Is without prejudice to the obligations they have at the disposal 
of the former Governing Board.  
 
Article: 29  
 
If membership of the Governing Board member who lost one of the conditions 
contained in Article (14) of the system, and replace the remaining period of 
membership of the Board member of the lift, which won more votes of those 
who did not win in the escalation of this Board and the Association may 
dismiss members of the Governing Board by a decision two-thirds majority of 
its members that the decision might be justified.  
 
Article: 30  
 
The Board is to inform the National Institute for Scientific Research 
concerning each meeting of the General Assembly and its agenda the issues 
contained in advance in fifteen days at least and must notify the Office with a 
copy of the minutes of the General Assembly meeting and the resolutions 
issued within  fifteen days from the date of the meeting.  
 
 
Article: 31  



Members of the General Assembly are equal in rights and duties assessed or 
imposed under the Law (guided by the Societies Act 111, 1970) and 
regulations issued thereunder and under this constitution and the decisions 
issued by the General Assembly or the Board of Directors. Each member may 
exercise his rights without prejudice to the rights of the other members and for 
him to do all the obligations imposed on him. A member may withdraw from 
the Association at any time unless he has vowed to stay there for certain 
duration because of his involvement in a fund cooperatives ot pension funds. 
The Board of Directors may dismiss any member of a reasoned decision and 
not to the withdrawing member and dismissed member has rights in the funds 
of the Association except in the cases may be provided for in the decision to 
establish a cooperatives and Pension Funds that has been involved.  
 
 
Part Three  
Amendments of Articles of Association and Creation of 
Association of Branches.   
 
Article: 32  
 
The General Assembly decides that the Association may be incorporated or 
merged with other similar associations and such a decision may be taken by 
the majority stipulated in Article (10) of this constitution subject to the 
approval of The National Institute for Scientific Research.  
 
 
Article: 33  
 
By a decision of the General Assembly, branches may be established of 
branches in localities where there is at least twenty full members of the 
Association in accordance with the provisions of Article (6) of this constitution.  
The Board of Directors shall delegate to  a committee of three members three 
members of the management of the Branch, one of whom will be the 
chairman of the Branch's Committee of Management, the second and third 
would be Branch Secretary and the Branch Treasurer. The Board determines 
the terms of reference authorized it.  
 
 
Part IV  
Financial Accountability  
 
 
Article: 34  
 
There must be recorded in Association's accounts data and notes explaining 
all details of expenses and revenues, including contributions and their 
sources.  
 



Article: 35  
 
Funds of the society must be deposited in the account known by its name:  
name of the bank specified by the Board of Directors and any exchange 
instruments are signed by the Chair and Treasurer. The Treasurer has to 
notify National Institute for Scientific Research, when a change of the bank is 
made during the week of the date change.  
 
 
Article: 36  
 
Spending of funds of Association is justifiable solely to achieve its declared 
objectives.  Keeping the account in credit with some surplus mainly to ensure 
a stable supply for the projects that are initiated so that any loss does not 
affect the activity.  
 
 
Article: 37  
 
The association may not collect donations from citizens in any way except for 
conduct of specified activities within the its scope of work.  The Association 
must first obtain a permit from the National Institute for Scientific Research 
before the start of collection by one month at least. No change may be made 
for the purpose of collecting donations or how donations are collected after 
the approval of the National Institute for Scientific Research.  
 
 
Article: 38    
 
May not retain the balance of cash out of the bank for the purposes of 
spending that exceeds the sum of what would be spent in one month. The 
Association should not retain a balance of funding more than three times its 
annual annual expenses special permission from the National Institute of 
Scientific Research.  
 
Article: 39  
 
The Association shall have an auditor selected by the General Assembly 
annually from non-members of the Board and may be renewed. The auditor 
will review and approve the balance of revenue and spending for the year and 
submit his report to Board and the General Assembly.  If he finds any deficit 
or irregulalities in the accounts, he will first notify the Treasurer to correct 
these and if not completed within 2 weeks, He must report this to the chair of 
the Board in writing.  If no satidfactory response was obtained he must bring 
this to the attention to the rest of the Board and the institute for Scientific 
Research. 
 
 



Article: 40  
 
The Association's annual budget and final accounts and Auditors reports 
should be presented to the Board of Directors to be ratified at least 8 days 
before the Annual General Assembly.  
 
 
Part V  
General Considerations  
 
Article: 41  
 
The Association may be dissolved by a decision of the General Assembly by 
the majority specified in Article  10) of this constitution and after the approval 
of the National Institute for Scientific Research. The dissolution decree should 
include the appointment of a liquidator for a specified period with the 
determination of his/her remuneration. 
 
Article: 42  
 
After the completion of the liquidation the liquidator is to hand over the 
remainder of the funds of the Association with the exception of the money  
allocated for members cooperatives and to pension funds back to - to the 
National Office for research and development to put to its affiliates, without 
prejudice to the provision of Article (5) of Law No. 111 for the year 70 CE, on 
associations  
.  
The relief fund, mutual fund or pension (if any) are being disposed of in 
accordance with the decision to establish the Fund.  
 
 
Part VI  
GENERAL PROVISIONS   
 
Article: 43  
 
Specific funds may be established for cooperative and pension funds 
between interested members of the Association. These are to be established 
by a decision of the General Assembly which shows all shows all the 
necessary conditions for the establishment and management of these funds 
and ways of participation and contribution and the advantages offered by 
these fund and the rules of elimination.  
 
Article: 44  
 
The Board of Directors, the Chair, the Secretary-General and Treasurer, each 
within its capacity are all responsible for the implementation of this 
constitution taking into account the provisions of the Societies Act No. 111 of 



1970 and decisions issued thereunder.
